Within the past decade, however, there bas beeu u growing demand from the populer
classes for the preservation, nat only of biography, but of family geneslogy, not altogether
for its immediate worth, but for its future valus and # landable pride in its perpetoation for
coming generations.

That the representative publie, as well as the more illustrious citizen, is entitled to the
privilegez and benehits afforded by u work of this kind needs no assertion at our hands, for
ome of our gresteat Americans has aaid that the history of any country resolves itzell into the
bivgraphies of its stout, enrnest, progressive aud representative eitizens, Thiz medinm t-hcn
gerves move than a single purpese; while it preserves biography and family gonealogy, i
records history that probably would net be pweserved in any ather wny; the expedlenn}'
therafore, of placing biegraphy and genealogy in beok form is bevond guestion,

The diffienlties expericnced by the collectors in gathering the materisl for this velume,
forcibly illustrate the necessity for works of this character; in s majority of cases it is found
that nearly all reliable trace of ancestry ie lost back of the grandfuiher and grandmother —
even in many fomilics where prominence and intelligonce wonld scem to guarantee bettor

" thinge.

No paing have been spared to make the factzs to be found within these covers accurate.
With but few exveptions the material has been guthered from ithose most immedintely inter-
ested nnd then sobmitted in type-written form for correction and revision.
