The file Knight-C.TXT in 1775 starts a section on the Revolution, 1
included this because during this time Isaac 5r and his wife Margaret
vanish? There was no real civil government in Fairfield Co. for
several years and it is likely they died or were killed by loyalists
as it was as much a civil war as it was a revolr. .
~ T —You will notice right oiff that I do this more as a narrative of the
family rather than a list of names and dates, which tell me nothing
aboutr the person.

Starting with Thomas in Fairfield County, SC the line is firmly
identified by deeds and wills to yourself. The place where a littie
faith is required is from Isaac Sr. to Thomas as there is no record of
Isaac's children.

While Moses left no will as he had disposed of everything he owned
of value and all of his white children had lefr Randolph County, Ga.,
he did identify all of his white children in trust deeds and other
instruments in SC and later in Georgia.

On Sepr 26,1836 in South Carolina, Timothy D. Rawls (Moses
son-in-law married to Elizabeth) put up Easter, a 22 year old negro to
secure a bond from Moses.

On Uctober 25,1839 in South Carolina Moses made a trust deed with
Alexander transferring a Negro slave to his daughter Nancy Maybin, who
was married to Henry Maybin.

On March 25,1840 in South Carolina Moses made a trust deed with
Alexander transferring a Negro slave to his daughter Milly Morris, who
was married to Jourden Morris.

On March 30,1861 Moses sold Easter and their seven children to Amos
E Ward with the understanding that he would keep them together during
the remaining years of Moses's life. Amos must not have been able to
complete the deal as on April 24,1867 Moses sold the plantation to
Easter and the chiidren. In the estate settiement on May 12, 1886
Easter and the children get final settliement,.

There are several hundred people named Enighton who claim to be
descended from Moses through the children of Lydia Hollis (5C 1840
census) who moved to Georgia with Moses or at the same time, but whiie
they took the name of Knighton, I believe they were really Hollis
(deed from Calvin Hollis to Moses November 10,1849) the others are
Joseph H., AAron H., Henrietta Keese and Myra Martin listed in the
1870 census. Moses helped them from time to time but never made a
claim that they were his children.

I went to the archives in Columbia, SC and made copies of
everything that related to the Knightons and Randolph county, Georgia
and did the same at the courthouse. Then I followed on to Alabama. I
think it will take you some time to read all of this but it will give
you a better understanding from where you came.

The one area I never was able to get a handle on, was, when did
Alexander move to Texas, if his wife died in 5C in 1870, where was he?
I1f you can fill me in on that I would like to hear from you. I have
just about terminated my search of the Knightons and moved on to my
